Course Description:

In this course, students will learn different aspects of physical and earth science.  Concepts taught will be aligned with the Missouri Grade Level Expectations.  Science understanding will be developed through the use of science process skills, scientific knowledge, scientific investigation, reasoning, and critical thinking.  Through the course, students will be able to work individually and with others to complete several lessons and activities involving weather, energy, force, motion and work, electricity, and the solar system.  
Classroom Expectations: 


1.  Students will be respectful to themselves and others.


2.  Students will come to class prepared and on time.


3.  Students will actively participate in all classroom activities and discussions.

I strive to make science class a positive learning experience for all students. Grading:

Grades will be based on classroom assignments, class participation, and tests. The school grade scale will be used.  All assignments are to be completed by the beginning of class on the due date.  Assignments that are turned in at a later time will not receive full credit.  Homework will be assigned on a regular basis.  NO extra credit will be given to individual students wanting to make up points!  
Participation:

There will be participation points each quarter.  Students will earn these points by attending class, working cooperatively with classmates, and contributing to class discussions and activities.  It is extremely important that students are present in class to complete the in-class investigations.  Participation points cannot be made up.  Students must be present to earn these points.  ATTENDANCE is important!
Tests/Quizzes: 

A unit test will be given at the end of each unit.  Students will be presented with review and/or study guide material prior to each test.  Often, quizzes will be given during units to assess comprehension of material.  Sometimes students will be warned of an upcoming quiz, but many quizzes will not be announced.
